A £10 deposit is required for collection of bibs and will be refunded on return of bib.  Please return your bib as soon as you have completed your class as it will be required later.

· In the case of inclement weather, this event will not be cancelled.  The organisers will run a cross country derby on the all-weather outdoor surface. No refunds will be made except to BHS Gold Members who do not wish to take part, as the classes will not then be eligible for the BHS Championships.

· Mixed junior and senior pairs will be allowed to qualify as well but separate prizes will not be awarded.

· Any junior BHS Gold Members wishing to qualify for the Championships should make it clear on the entry form that they are juniors, and should they be placed in the overall Pairs competition, they will take the Junior Pairs BHS Championship Qualifications.  There will be a separate qualification for the seniors.  Dean Valley will award rosettes 1st to 4th whether senior or junior.

This event is a qualifier for the Finals for the South Essex Insurance Brokers BHS Cross Country Championships 2011.

In the nominated qualifying classes, the two highest placed riders (or two highest placed Pairs) who are BHS Gold Members ON THE DAY OF THE QUALIFIER will qualify for the Final.  In the event of riders having already qualified for the 2011 Final the qualification will pass down to the next highest placed BHS Gold Member(s).  This year the BHS are offering competitors who are placed 1st or 2nd (that are not BHS Gold members) the chance to qualify for the finals by becoming a BHS Gold member within 7 days of the Qualifier.

In the event of a combination of horse/pony and rider already having qualified, the qualification will pass down to the next eligible competitor.  

You must provide the Entries Secretary with your BHS membership number when you enter the qualifier but we recommend you also carry your membership card on the day.  

Non-members may enter qualifying classes but will not be eligible to qualify. 

 Horses registered for British Eventing Horse Trials in 2011 are NOT eligible to qualify for the Finals (‘BE Day Tickets’ are acceptable).
